1. Lines 17-24: 

What details about Mr. Shiftlet hint at his capacity for deception?
2. Lines 45-71:

 a) What questions does Mrs. Crater ask Mr. Shiftlet and why does she want to know these things?

b) What kind of person does Mr. Shiftlet make himself out to be with his non-answers and silences?
3. Lines 93-108:

a) What hints are there that Mr. Shiftlet's resume partakes of deception?
4. Line 173: What words suggest Lucynell's motives for wanting her daughter to learn to say "sugarpie"?
5. Lines 126-161: Are Mrs. Crater's "ugly words" (Line 226) a deception, or is she telling the truth? List several things Mrs. Crater hopes to get out of Mr. Shiftlet.
6. Lines 268-299: 

a) What causes Mr. Shiftlet to become alternately happy and dejected as he drives?

b) Flanery O'Connor very purposefully has the counter boy call Lucynell an "angel of Gawd". Why do you think she chose to do this? Could his rejection of Lucynell have any symbolic meaning?
7. Lines 333-end: O'Connor herself stated that she wanted her stories to have an anagogic (mystical or spiritual) layer of meaning. What words in these lines might point the reader to this second meaning in this story?
